This individual must be competent in technical aspects of audio, lighting, video and general AVL tech. They must
demonstrate the ability to problem solve, seeking to solve problems as (or before) they arise. They should have
a professional demeanor, leadership capacity, and administrative skills. They must be committed to the vision of
Centerpoint Church and must be willing to work as a team with all staff to accomplish the overall vision of the
church.

PHYSICAL DEMANDS:
